Moving the Product

e When moving the assembled product, do not drag it
on the floor. It must be lifted and carried by at least two
adults holding the underside of the product with both
hands. This prevents the floor and other furniture from
scratches.

Maintenance and Inspection

e Regularly check for any looseness or damage in all
parts, and stop use if any abnormalities are found.
Continued use under this condition may cause injury
or damage.

e Take insecticidal measures immediately if any type
of pest is found. If left untreated, pest damage may
worsen.

Maintenance for Legs

e Gently wipe off dust from coated surfaces using a
soft cloth or duster.

e If the legs are heavily soiled, clean them with a cloth
soaked in 3-5% neutral detergent solution and wipe off
any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Then gently
wipe with a dry cloth and let the legs dry naturally.

Maintenance for Outer Shells

e For regular cleaning, wipe with a soft, dry cloth.
Remove dust with a brush or a vacuum cleaner (on
low setting).

e If the product is heavily soiled (with coffee stains,
etc.), soak a soft cloth in warm 3-5% neutral detergent
solution, wring it out thoroughly and pat the stained
surface with the cloth to remove the stains. Then,
wipe off any detergent residue with a damp cloth and
let the product dry naturally.

e When washing the covers, follow the washing

instructions on the covers and handle them properly.

Directions for Use

When Use for the First Time

The backrest is in the most forward position, so move it to the gear position (D as shown in the
illustration on the right.

Then place the cushion by referring to in "Putting the Cover on".

(Othetlgta?ltion) e Make sure to use the product with the covers on.

Note (Other Caution)

e Be sure to install the product on top of a rug (or any other underlay), or apply
felt pads to the bottoms of the legs. This is to prevent the floor from dents and
discolouration due to chemical reaction between the coating on the legs and
floor when the sofa is installed in the same location for a long time.

e Use the product on a flat and stable surface. Otherwise it may cause product
distortion or damage.

e Do not use bleach or organic solvents, such as thinner, for cleaning. Doing so
may cause discolouration or deformation.

e Do not leave a chemically treated cloth in contact with the product for a long
time. Doing so may cause discolouration or peeling of the surface material.

Precautions for Covers

e Do not use or store in a place exposed to direct sunlight. Doing so may cause
discolouration.

e Do not use when wet. Doing so may cause colour transfer or discolouration. (In
particular, colour transfer can occur even from strong friction in dark-coloured
products.)

Adjusting the Backrest Reclining Position

Moving the backrest forwards
Starting from backrest gear position (D (in a locked position), move the backrest forwards. It can
be locked in the position where a click is heard.

Moving the backrest backwards
Moving the backrest more than 90 degrees forwards releases the lock, and the backrest can be

Adjusting the Headrest Reclining Position

Moving the headrest forwards

@ After adjusting the entire fit, remove @ protective tape (slim) from the inner
side of the cover and attach the hook fastener to ® sofa. (There are no loop
fasteners on the sofa. Attach the hook fastener directly to the sofa surface.)

E Open the fasteners on three places of the cushion cover and insert the cushion from each opening.

There is no specific up-down direction for the headrest inner cushion
(S) and backrest inner cushion (M).

Insert the seat inner cushion (L), so the vertical stitching side comes
to the back side of the seat.

Remove (@ protective tapes (wide) after
closing the fastener on the headrest parts.

(@ Close the fastener on the headrest part of the reverse
side of the cushion cover and on the headrest part of the
top surface of the sofa cover to connect ® cushion to ®
sofa.

Pull the fabric on both sides close
Q] together when closing the fastener.

Be careful not to get the sofa caught
in the fastener. Otherwise it may
cause damage.

(@ Remove @ protective tapes (wide) on the reverse side
of the cushion cover and attach the hook fasteners
directly to the top surface of ® sofa.

e The cover is designed to fit tightly to ensure snug fit. For this reason, you may feel that the covers are too tight when putting them on
(especially after washing). Note following points during that process:
e (3 Protective tapes are used to prevent snags or scratches to the fabric from the hook fasteners. Do not remove them from the hook
( Othe':gtai tion) fasteners when putting the covers on.
e Applying excessive force to the covers or fasteners may damage the stitched sections or the fastener parts.
e Store removed (@ protective tapes in the provided (© protective tape storage bag and reattach to the hook fasteners when removing the
covers or putting them back on before/after washing, etc.
