Installing the Covers

n (M Check the "BOTTOM SIDE"

labels on ® coil units and
cushioning material. BOTTOM SIDE

Top side and bottom side of ® coil units and

cushioning material are different. The side with this label

is bottom side.

© Make sure to place ® coil units and cushioning
material with their bottom sides facing down. Placing them
in an incorrect orientation can cause product damage or
injury.

CAUTION

@ Spread © bottom cover and
place ® coil units in it first on
both sides and next in the
middle with the "BOTTOM
SIDE" label shown above
facing down.

@ Place ® cushioning material
on the three pieces of ® coil
units placed in the previous
step.

Place © top cover over it and insert the insertion pin of the
fastener on © top cover into the slider of the fastener on ©
bottom cover.

Note Do not open the fasteners on the non-woven fabric
(Other Caution) | covers of ® coil units and ® cushioning material.
Slowly close the fastener while securely holding © top cover
from above.
Finally, adjust © top cover and © ©
bottom cover to make sure they fit in
place.

© Do not wash ® coil units and ® cushioning material. They are not designed to be washed, and the materials are not washable.
®© Do not forcibly open/close the fastener of © top cover and © bottom cover. The covers are designed to fit tightly to ensure a snug fit.
CAUTION If you feel they are tight when installing them (especially after washing), carefully open/close the faster to prevent damage.
@ Be careful not to get injured by the pull tab and slider of the fastener on © top cover and © bottom cover.
© Be careful not to scratch the headboard or wall by the pull tab and slider of the fastener on © top cover and ©® bottom cover.
