How to Use the Stand

e When using the product, remove (@ attached to the back of the frame,
unfold the stand and place the product on a flat surface. Insert the ends of
@ into each hole in the frame and the stand to secure the stand.

e When closing the stand for storage or other purposes, remove (@ and fold
the stand. Then attach @ back to the back of the frame.
