e Explanations of Indications

e Be sure that direct sunlight or the air from a heater or air conditioner does not come into
direct contact with the product.

e Do not place a castor of the product on the power cord of an electrical appliance. Doing so
may damage the cord, resulting in electric shock or fire.

e The product must be assembled by two or more people. Assembling alone may result in
injury due to parts of the product falling or becoming damaged.

e Secure sufficient space when assembling the product, and assemble on a sheet/rug.
Failure to do so may scratch the floor and other furniture. Be careful when assembling the
product.

e Periodically ventilate the room. Especially under the following conditions, an infestation of
mould and mites may occur, and may cause health hazard.

* Humid season

* During winter, when the difference in temperature between the outside and inside is too
large, it causes condensation.

+ Excessive use of a humidifier.

e Take measures to reduce the amount of humidity in the storage area.

Humidity accumulates easily in the storage section. Use a commercially available
dehumidifying agent (for absorbing moisture) to reduce humidity. Also, regularly ventilate
the storage section. Humidity may cause mould in the stored items or the product.

e \Ventilate the room well at the early stage of product use. Wooden materials that emit as
little formaldehyde as possible are used. However, formaldehyde contained in the wood
adhesives may still remain, and those with chemical sensitivity or infants may experience
an allergic reaction. Keep stored items in a plastic bag, especially when storing children’s
clothing.

e If the floor is wooden or tatami, lay a sheet/rug underneath the product. Doing so prevents
the floor from being scratched.

e When storing this product under a bed, move it straight in the direction of the attached
castors. If it is pulled diagonally, the castors cannot roll and may scratch the floor.

Note (Other Cautions)

e Castors may not roll well when used on long pile carpets.

e The materials used in this product have a characteristic odour. Do not store items such as
clothing that may absorb the odour.

e Install the product so that it remains horizontal. Using this product in a wobbly or unstable
state may cause deformation or warping, resulting in damage to the product.

e Do not store the product for a long period of time in a hot (approx. temperature 35°C or
higher) or dry (approx. humidity 30% or lower) place. Doing so may cause warping,
deformation or cracks in the product.

e Do not expose the product to direct sunlight, illumination or heat and air from such
appliances as a heater or air conditioner. Doing so may cause warping, cracks or
discolouration. When using a heating appliance, be sure to keep the room at an appropriate
temperature and humidity level.

e Do not wipe using a cloth that contains an organic solvent such as thinner. Doing so may
cause deformation or discolouration.

e The product must be assembled by two or more people. Assembling alone may result in
injury due to damage to the product or the product falling.

A e Do not use power tools to assemble the product. Placing unnecessary strain on the product

. may result in damage.

Caution| . Re-tighten all cam nuts approximately one week after the assembly. Bolts may become
loose at the start of use, and continued use with loose bolts may result in damage or injury.

e Be careful not to scratch the floor and furniture when assembling and installing the product.

First, lay a sheet / rug on the floor where the product will be assembled to protect
the floor.

n Insert (@ joint pins (8) into the joint pin holes in ® side panel / long (with handle) and ® side panel /
long in the positions shown in the figure.

* For easy insertion, turn them by hand first, then tighten them with a Cross Head screwdriver.

Moving the Product

<Moving when Fully Assembled>

e WWhen moving a fully assembled underbed storage, do not drag it on the floor. The unit must be lifted by two
or more people, and held with both hands underneath the unit. Failure to do so may cause injury, damage
to the unit or scratches to the floor.

<Moving when Moving House, etc.>
e When moving the unit in order to move house, etc., disassemble the unit before moving it.
Failure to do so may cause injury, damage to the unit or scratches to the floor.

Disposal
e To dispose of this product, follow the rules implemented by your local government.

Care Instructions

Maintenance and Inspection

e Do not use this product if it is damaged or deformed.

e Periodically check for any looseness or wobbling in all parts, and stop use immediately if any abnormalities
are found. Failure to do so may cause damage to the product or injury.

e Take insecticidal measures immediately if any type of pest is found. If left untreated, insect damage may
worsen.

Maintenance for Wooden Sections

e Gently wipe off dust from coated surfaces using a soft cloth or duster. Rubbing dusty surfaces with a hard
cloth is counter-productive as it may cause small scratches to occur. Normally, wiping off with a soft, dry
cloth is sufficient for cleaning.

o If the product is particularly dirty, wipe off the dirt using a cloth soaked in a neutral detergent solution, and
then wipe off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Next, gently wipe with a soft, dry cloth and let the
product dry naturally.

e Do not leave a chemical duster in contact with the product for a long time, as doing so may cause
discolouration or peeling of the surface coating.

Maintenance for Metal Sections

e For daily care, wipe the product with a soft, dry cloth.

e If the product is particularly dirty, wipe off the dirt with a cloth soaked in a 3% to 5% neutral detergent
solution. Then wipe off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Next, gently wipe with a dry cloth and let
the product dry naturally.

Usage

About Natural Wood
e This product is manufactured using natural wood. There are differences in the grain and colour as a result
of these natural materials. Please note that the wooden grains and colours of all the products are not the
same.
e Please note that cracks and warping may occur in natural wood in the following conditions.
(D Avoid use in a place that is subject to direct sunlight wherever possible. If use in direct sunlight is
unavoidable, reduce the amount of sunlight wherever possible using curtains, etc.
(@ Avoid use near heaters or air conditioners wherever possible. Be sure that the air from a heater or air
conditioner does not come into direct contact with the product.
@ In particular, air from heaters in the winter season is very dry and can easily cause cracks and warping in
natural wood.

Formaldehyde Countermeasures

e What is Formaldehyde?
Formaldehyde is said to be one of the causes of sick house syndrome. It is a colourless, pungent smelling
compound that vaporizes at room temperature, and is found in such items as furniture, building materials
and wallpaper adhesives. It is released gradually, but people in a room where formaldehyde has
accumulated for a long time may experience symptoms such as eye irritations or a sore throat. A high
concentration of formaldehyde may cause breathing difficulties.

Usage (Cont’d)

e Ventilate the room.

A eaunen Ventilate the room well when installing the furniture. Small children and those who are
sensitive to chemicals may have an allergic reaction.

Formaldehyde is easily dispersed in the air. Therefore, be sure to ventilate the room regularly. When
several pieces of furniture are placed at the same time, pay closer attention and open the windows widely
for sufficient ventilation. More formaldehyde is released when the room temperature increases. Therefore,
be careful if the room is closed for a long time during the summer, and ventilate the room thoroughly. In
order to increase ventilation efficiency, it is recommended that you open multiple windows, or use a
ventilation fan or air circulator.

e For Persons Who Have High Sensitivity to Chemicals

There are individual differences in resistance to chemicals other than formaldehyde that are related to sick
house syndrome. Therefore, even when the actual formaldehyde value in the room is lower than the indoor
concentration guideline value (indoor concentration of formaldehyde that is desirable for health), some
people react to formaldehyde. At present, MUJI furniture products are made with materials that emit as little
formaldehyde as possible, but this does not guarantee that no formaldehyde is emitted at all. Keep stored
items in a plastic bag, especially when storing children’s clothing.

If any allergy symptom appears, it is recommended to see a doctor.

e MUJI furniture products contain formaldehyde absorption/decomposition sheets(*) as part of the packing
materials.
(* Formaldehyde absorption/decomposition sheet: Jointly developed with Aisin Seiki Co., Ltd.)
If the product is used in a restricted space, formaldehyde may be re-absorbed by the material if there is
nowhere for it to dissipate. Formaldehyde absorption/decomposition sheets are used to reduce the
concentration of formaldehyde as much as possible before the product reaches the customer.
* Effectiveness of the "formaldehyde absorption/decomposition sheet" in the packaging has been expended
by the time the package reaches the customer, and it can be disposed of as burnable rubbish.
