Note (Other Cautions)

e Install the product horizontally on a level floor. Using this product in a wobbly or unstable
state may result in deformation or warping.

e Do not use the product in direct sunlight or lighting, in a place directly in contact with the air
from a heater or air conditioner, or in a place where the humidity is extremely low. Doing so
may cause deformation or discolouration to the product, or cracks to the surface material.

e \When installing the product in a room that is subject to direct sunlight, use a curtain, etc., to
protect the product from it. Failure to do so may cause warping, cracks or discolouration.

e Do not place hot or wet items directly on the product. Doing so may cause warping, cracks,
deformation or ring stains.

e Use luncheon mats, coasters, etc. when using the table for dining. Placing wet or hot items
on this product may result in warping, peeling of the sliced veneer, discolouration or ring
stains.

Moving the Product

e The Foldable Table must be lifted by at least 2 people when moving it. Remove any items from the table top
and lift the product by the table top. Do not drag the product across the floor. Fold the legs down before
carrying this product over long distance, such as when moving it to another room.

© When carrying the product, do not drag it on the
floor, and the product must be carried by two or
more people. Otherwise, it may cause injury,

Care Instructions

Maintenance for Wooden Sections

e Gently wipe off dust from coated surfaces using a soft cloth or duster. Using a stiff cloth for cleaning or
rubbing the surface with dust adhered to it may result in small scratches. Generally, wiping off with a soft,
dry cloth is sufficient for cleaning.

e If the product is particularly dirty, wipe off the dirt using a cloth soaked in watered-down neutral detergent
solution, and then wipe off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Next, gently wipe with a soft, dry cloth
and let the product dry naturally.

Maintenance for Metal Sections

e For general care, wipe with a soft, dry cloth.

o If the product is particularly dirty, wipe off the dirt with a cloth soaked in a 3% to 5% neutral detergent
solution. Then wipe off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Next, gently wipe with a dry cloth and let
the product dry naturally.

e Apply a thin coating of anti-rust lubricant to metallic parts, and wipe off with a soft cloth.

Maintenance and Inspection

@ Periodically check for any looseness in the parts. If the
bolts securing the legs to the table top are loose,
A tighten them.

e Take insecticidal measures immediately if any type of pest is found. If left untreated, insect damage may
worsen.
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Usage

Natural Wood

e This product is manufactured using natural wood (sliced veneer). There are differences in the grain and
colour of individual products as a result of these natural materials. Please note that the wooden grains and
colours of the all products are not the same.

e Please note that cracks, warping or discolouration may occur in natural wood (sliced veneer) in the following
conditions.

(D Avoid use in a place that is subject to direct sunlight wherever possible.
If use in direct sunlight is unavoidable, reduce the amount of sunlight wherever possible using curtains,
etc.

(@ Avoid use near heaters or air conditioners wherever possible. Be sure that air from heaters or air
conditioners does not come into direct contact with the product.

@ In particular, the dry air in the room caused by heater during winter can easily cause cracks and warping
in natural wood.

Formaldehyde Countermeasures

e What is Formaldehyde?

Formaldehyde is said to be one of the causes of sick house syndrome. It is a colourless, pungent smelling
compound that vaporizes at room temperature, and is found in such items as furniture, building materials
and wallpaper adhesives. It is released gradually, but people in a room where formaldehyde has
accumulated for a long time may experience symptoms such as eye irritations or a sore throat. A high
concentration of formaldehyde may cause breathing difficulties.

e Ventilate the room.

A @ Ventilate the room well when installing the furniture. Small children and those who are
CAUTION sensitive to chemicals may have an allergic reaction.

Formaldehyde is easily dispersed in the air. Therefore, be sure to ventilate the room regularly. When
several pieces of furniture are installed at the same time, open the windows widely for sufficient ventilation.
More formaldehyde is released when the room temperature increases. Therefore, be careful if the room is
closed for a long time during the summer, and ventilate the room thoroughly. In order to increase ventilation
efficiency, it is recommended that you open multiple windows, or use a ventilation fan or air circulator.

e For Persons Who Have High Sensitivity to Chemicals

There are individual differences in resistance to chemicals other than formaldehyde that are related to sick
house syndrome. Therefore, even when the actual formaldehyde value in the room is lower than the indoor
concentration guideline value (indoor concentration of formaldehyde that is desirable for health), some
people react to formaldehyde. At present, MUJI furniture products are made with materials that emit as little
formaldehyde as possible, but this does not guarantee that no formaldehyde is emitted at all.
We recommend consulting a physician if you experience any allergic symptoms.

e MUJI furniture products contain formaldehyde absorption / decomposition sheets as part of the packing
materials.

If the product is used in a restricted space, formaldehyde may be re-absorbed by the material if there is

nowhere for it to dissipate. Formaldehyde absorption / decomposition sheets are used to reduce the

concentration of formaldehyde as much as possible before the product reaches the customer.

* Effectiveness of the "formaldehyde absorption / decomposition sheet" in the packaging has been
expended by the time the package reaches the customer, and it can be disposed of as burnable waste.
