[Moving the Product]

<Moving When Fully Assembled>

e Do not lift the shelf board(s) with anything
placed on top. Otherwise this may cause
injury and/or damage to the stored items.

e When moving the product, remove all stored
items and be sure to move it with at least two
adults. Moving it alone may cause damage or
injury.

e Do not push or drag the product across the
floor. Doing so may cause floor scratches
and/or product damage.

<Moving for a Home Move, etc.>

e \When moving the product, put it back into the
pre-assembly state beforehand. Not doing so
may cause injury, product damage or
scratches on the floor.

Maintenance and Inspection

e Regularly check for any looseness or wobbling in the connecting parts, and retighten them if any looseness
is found. This is to prevent injury, product damage and floor scratches.

Maintenance for Metal Parts

e For regular cleaning, wipe with a soft, dry cloth. Remove dust with a brush or a vacuum cleaner (at low
setting).

e |f the product is heavily soiled, clean it with a cloth soaked in 3-5% neutral detergent solution and wipe off any
detergent residue with a damp cloth. Then gently wipe with a dry cloth and let the product dry naturally.
