DON'Ts

e Do not attempt to repair or modify. Doing so may reduce the strength of the product, resulting

in injury.

Do not use outdoors. Doing so may cause deformation or severe degradation, resulting in
injury.

Do not place any objects exceeding the withstand load, or place objects on only one part of
the product. Doing so may cause deformation or damage to the product, resulting in injury.

Do not turn the adjuster too far (MAX approx. 5 mm). Otherwise this may cause the adjuster
to get damaged, resulting in injury or scratches to the floor.

Do not use power tools to assemble. Placing excessive strain on the product may cause
damage, resulting in injury.

Do not use unless fully assembled. If assembly is incomplete, fixed parts may become
detached, resulting in injury.

DOs

Make sure to attach MUJI's Wooden table Legs (sold separately)* prior to use. Any table legs
other than MUJI's Wooden table Legs cannot be used.

Ventilate the room well at the early stage of use. Formaldehyde contained in adhesive may
still remain, and those with chemical sensitivity or small children may experience allergic
reactions.

Install slightly away from the wall. Not doing so may cause mould growth due to air
stagnation from poor ventilation or condensation on the wall, resulting in health hazards.
Placing the product directly in contact with the wall may cause discolouration of the wall
paper.

Attach protective materials such as felt pads to the bottom of the legs, or use a protective
underlay. Not doing so may cause scratches to the floor. Also using on cushioned vinyl
flooring may cause discolouration of the floor due to a reaction between the coating on the
wooden parts and the floor.

When moving the product, remove all items on it and move it with two or more people.
Moving the product alone may result in injury or damage to the product.

When moving the product, put the adjusters back to the original positions. Excessive strain
on the adjusters may cause them to get damaged, resulting in injury or scratches to the floor.
The product must be assembled by two or more people. Assembling it alone may cause the
product to become damaged, fall over, etc., resulting in injury.

Periodically check for any looseness or wobbling in the legs, and retighten them if any
looseness is found. Doing so will prevent injury, damage and scratches to the floor.

Secure enough space for assembly and use an underlay. Not doing so may cause scratches
on the floor and/or other furniture.

Retighten all legs approximately one week after the assembly. They may be loose at the start
of use, and continued use under this condition may result in damage or injury.

Note (Other Caution)

e Install on a flat and stable surface. Using in an unstable place may distort or damage the
product.

e Do not expose to direct sunlight or lighting, or heat or air from heating and cooling appliances
such as air conditioner and heater. Doing so may cause warping, distortion, cracking or
discolouration.

e Avoid use at locations exposed to direct sunlight. If exposure to direct sunlight is
unavoidable, reduce sunlight using curtains, etc.

e Keep the room at an appropriate temperature and humidity level when using a heating
appliance. Using heating appliances in winter may cause the room to become extremely dry,
resulting in cracking or warping of natural wood.

e Do not place hot or wet objects directly on the product. Doing so may cause warping,
distortion, cracking, discolouration or mould.

e Lay place mats and/or coasters on the product when eating. Placing wet or hot objects
directly on the product may cause deformation or discolouration.

e Do not place any iron objects on the product. If the table is wet, iron may cause the table
surface to become partially black.

e Be sure to use a mat, etc. when writing or drawing on the table. Not doing so may cause
dents or scratches on the table top.

e Do not place and drag objects with rough bottom surfaces, such as ceramics, directly on the
table. Doing so may cause dents or scratches on the table top.

e Do not place plastic products (vinyl chloride resin, etc.) directly on natural wood (including
veneer) for a long time. Doing so may cause discolouration or peeling of the coating.

e Do not leave a chemically treated cloth in contact with the product for a long time. Doing so
may cause discolouration or peeling of the surface material.

e Do not rock or shake the table vigorously (such as wiping the table) with any tall object such
as wine glass or bottle on it. The object may fall over and get damaged.

e Do not use bleach or organic solvents such as thinner for cleaning. Doing so may cause
discolouration or deformation.

Relocating the Product

e Do not drag the product on the floor when moving it after assembly. It must be lifted and carried by two or
more adults. Failure to do so may cause injury, damage to the product or scratches to the floor.

e When moving the product for a home move, etc., disassemble it beforehand. Not doing so may cause injury,
damage to the product or scratches to the floor.

Maintenance and Inspection

e Periodically check for any looseness or wobbling in the metal parts, and retighten them if any looseness is
found. Doing so will prevent injury, damage and scratches to the floor.

e Take insecticidal measures immediately if any type of pest is found. If left untreated, pest damage may
worsen.

Maintenance of Wooden Parts

e Gently wipe off dust from coated surfaces using a soft cloth or duster. Rubbing dusty surfaces with a hard
cloth may cause small scratches. Generally, wiping off with a soft, dry cloth is sufficient for cleaning.

e If the product is heavily soiled, clean it with a cloth soaked in a 3% to 5% neutral detergent solution and wipe
off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Then gently wipe with a dry cloth and let the product dry naturally.

e Do not leave a chemically treated cloth in contact with the product for a long time. Doing so may cause
discolouration or peeling of the surface material.

Maintenance of Metal Parts
e For daily care, wipe with a soft, dry cloth.

e If the product is heavily soiled, clean it with a cloth soaked in a 3% to 5% neutral detergent solution and wipe
off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Then gently wipe with a dry cloth and let the product dry naturally.

e Apply a thin coating of anti-rust lubricant to metal parts, and wipe lightly with a soft cloth.

Usage

Care Tips for Natural Wood Products

e As this product is manufactured using natural wood (including veneer), there are differences in grain and
colour of individual wood. Therefore, note that grain and colour vary between products.
e Note that cracking and warping may occur in natural wood (including veneer) under the following conditions.
- Avoid use at locations exposed to direct sunlight. If exposure to direct sunlight is unavoidable, reduce
sunlight using curtains, etc.
- Avoid use near heaters or air conditioners. Make sure that the air from heater or air conditioner does not
come into direct contact with the product.

- In particular, the use of heating appliances during winter may cause the room to become extremely dry,
resulting in cracking or warping of natural wood (including veneer).

Formaldehyde Countermeasures

e What is Formaldehyde?
Formaldehyde is said to be one of the causes of sick house syndrome. It is a colourless, pungent-smelling
chemical often found in furniture, building materials, wallpaper adhesives, etc. that vaporises at room
temperature. As it is gradually released into the air, spending a long time in a room contaminated with
formaldehyde can result in eye and throat irritation. Also, exposure to a high concentration of formaldehyde
may cause breathing difficulties.

e Room Ventilation

A Ventilate the room well when installing the furniture.

- Some individuals sensitive to chemicals and small children may experience allergic

Be sure to frequently ventilate the room regularly as formaldehyde is easily released into the air. Especially
when multiple pieces of furniture are installed at the same time, open the windows wide enough to allow
adequate ventilation. Formaldehyde emission tends to increase with temperature rise of the room.
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Usage (Continued)

Therefore, be sure to ventilate thoroughly after the room has been closed up for a long time during summer.
It is recommended that you open multiple windows and use a ventilation fan or an air circulator to increase
ventilation efficiency.

e For Individuals Sensitive to Chemicals

There are individual differences in resistance to chemicals other than formaldehyde that are related to sick
house syndrome. Therefore, even if the actual concentration in the room is equal to or lower than the indoor
concentration guideline value (acceptable safe level of formaldehyde indoors), some people may react to
formaldehyde. MUJI furniture are made with materials that contain as little formaldehyde as possible, but
note this does not guarantee that no formaldehyde is emitted. It is recommended that you seek medical
attention if you experience any allergic symptoms.

e Formaldehyde Adsorption/Decomposition Sheet

Formaldehyde is readsorbed onto materials when there is nowhere for it to dissipate in a confined space.
Therefore, a formaldehyde adsorption/decomposition sheet is included in the packaging to reduce
formaldehyde concentration as much as possible before the product reaches the customer.

* The effect of the sheet will be diminished by the time the product reaches the customer. Dispose of the
sheet as burnable waste after unpackaging.
