A Assembly and Disassembly Precautions

/\WARNING
® e Do not keep unnecessary packing materials within reach of children. Discard them immediately
after unpacking. Small children may accidentally pull them over their heads and cover their
DON'Ts mouth and/or nose, causing suffocation.
/\CAUTION

e The product must be assembled by two or more people as it is heavy. Forcibly lifting a heavy
or long object, or installing such object in an awkward position may cause damage and/or
injury.

e Stop the assembly if any part is missing or broken. Not doing so may cause fixing parts to
come off, resulting in injury.

o e Wear gloves or use a piece of cloth when tightening hanger bolts to protect your fingers and

e Check if wing nuts are loose approximately one week after assembly and retighten them if
necessary. Continued use with loose bolts may cause damage to the product, resulting in
injury.

e When relocating the product for moving, etc., disassemble the product beforehand. Not doing
S0 may cause wing nuts to become loose, leading to damage of the product, resulting in injury.

Note (Other Cautions)

e Secure enough space for assembly and place an underlay to protect the floor and other
furniture from scratches.

DON'Ts

e Do not place the product in a humid place (approx. humidity of 70% or higher and room
temperature of 20°C or higher) for a long time. Doing so may cause mould and mites to grow,
resulting in health hazards.

e Do not install without any space between the product and the wall. (Approx. 10 cm) Doing so
may cause mould growth due to air stagnation from poor ventilation or condensation on the
wall owing to outdoor air conditions, resulting in health hazards. In addition, direct contact to
the wall may cause discolouration of wallpaper.

Note (Other Cautions)

e Do not expose to direct sunlight and lighting, or heat or air from heating/cooling appliances
such as heater and air conditioner. Doing so may cause warping, deformation, cracks, or
discolouration.

e Install on top of a rug or other underlay, or attach felt pads on the bottom of the legs. It
prevents chemical reactions between the coating on the legs and floor causing marks. Also
using the product installed in the same location for a long period of time may result in dents
or other damage of the floor surface.

e Install on a flat and stable surface. Using on an unstable surface may cause distortion of or
damage to the product.

e Do not lay small children on the product. Doing so may cause them to fall on the floor or to
suffocate.

e Do not let children use the product without supervision.
e Do not drop lit cigarettes, etc. onto the product. Doing so may cause a fire.
e Do not use for other than its intended use of sitting. Doing so may cause unexpected injury.

e Do not use the sofa in unstable conditions such as tilting it while sitting on it. Doing so may
result in unexpected injury from falling, or damaging the product.

e Do not stand or jump on the product or use it as a stepladder. Doing so may result in injury
from falling or damage to the product.

e Do not use when the product is damaged or deformed. Doing so may cause unexpected injury.

e Do not attempt to repair or modify. Doing so may reduce the structural strength of the product,
resulting in injury.

e Do not sit near the edge of the seat. Doing so may cause the product to tip over, resulting in
injury.

e Do not sit on the arms or backrest. Doing so may result in unexpected injury.

e Do not place an object near or on this product. It may fall, causing injury.

e Do not attach legs longer than 12 cm or any legs other than MUJI's wooden/steel legs (sold
separately). Doing so may result in the product tipping over, being damaged, or injury.

e The product must be moved by two or more adults. Moving the product by just one person
may cause injury, product damage, or damage to the floor.

e Ventilate the room well at the early stage of use. Formaldehyde contained in the adhesives
may still remain, and those who have high sensitivity to chemicals or small children may
experience allergic reactions.

e Make sure to attach MUJI's wooden/steel legs (sold separately) when using this product.

Note (Other Cautions)

e Do not use organic solvents such as paint thinner or bleach for cleaning. Doing so may cause
deformation or discolouration.

e Do not leave a chemically treated cloth in contact with the product for a long time. Doing so
may cause discolouration or peeling of the surface material.

e Do not use on an uneven floor when felt pads are attached to the product. Doing so may
cause the felt pads to come off, resulting in dirt or scratches on the floor surface.

e Wear gloves during assembly of the product. This is to prevent unexpected injury.

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Care Instructions

Dirt and Stains

[Care instructions for the outer shell of the body]
e For usual care, wipe with a soft, dry cloth. Remove dust by using a brush or a vacuum cleaner (low setting).

e If the product is particularly soiled with stains such as coffee, soak a soft cloth in a warm 3 to 5% solution of
a neutral detergent, wring out the cloth thoroughly and pat the surface to remove the stain. Then, wipe off any
detergent residue with a damp cloth and leave it to dry naturally.

[Care instructions for outer shell of the cushions]
e [f the outer shell is partially stained, spot-treat the stain with a neutral detergent. Then dry in a well-ventilated
shade, and even out feathers. Dry thoroughly to prevent the occurrence of smell caused by remaining moist.

[Care instructions for the cover]
e When washing the cover (sold separately), follow the washing instructions on the cover and handle it

properly.

Cushions

[Care instructions for cushions]
e Cushion filling will shift to the corners through use. In order to prevent the cushion from losing its shape,
periodically even out the filling and fluff up the cushions.

e Filling will shift through use and the cushion will loose its shape. Lightly tap the cushions from the side and
even out the filling to restore the original shape. Fluff up the cushions for better finish.

A ®© Do not pound on or forcibly bend the cushions.
Doing so damages feathers and outer shell and may cause feathers to come out of the
WARNING cushion, resulting in injury.

e When stitches are opened or there is a hole on the outer shell, use a commercially available patch with
adhesive on the back.

e After drying in the shade, lightly tap its surface to remove dust. Be sure to tap lightly. Pounding on the cushion
may cause damage to feathers or the outer shell and feather shafts to stick out.

[Sticking out of feather shaft]
In order to prevent feather filling from coming out, densely-woven, down-proof fabric is used for the outer
shell. However, hard sections such as a feather shaft sometimes stick out from the seams. In case a feather
shaft is sticking out, remove the feather.

[Odour of feathers]
Feathers may have a distinct odour right after purchase and in humid (rainy) seasons. If the smell is bothering
you, press the air out from the cushion, let the fresh air in, and leave it in a well-ventilated place for 3 to 4
hours.
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Usage

Formaldehyde Countermeasures

e What is Formaldehyde?
Formaldehyde is said to be one of the causes of sick house syndrome. It is a colourless, pungent-smelling
compound that vaporises at room temperature, and is found in items such as furniture, building materials, and
wallpaper adhesives. It is released gradually, and people in a room where formaldehyde has accumulated for
a long time may experience symptoms such as eye irritations or a sore throat. A high concentration of
formaldehyde may cause breathing difficulties.

e Ventilate the room

A @ Ventilate the room well when installing the furniture.
Persons who have high sensitivity to chemicals or small children may experience
CAUTION allergic reactions.

Formaldehyde is easily dispersed in the air. Therefore, be sure to ventilate the room regularly. When multiple
pieces of furniture are installed at the same time, open the windows widely for sufficient ventilation. More
formaldehyde is released when the room temperature increases. Therefore, be careful if the room is closed
for a long time during summer, and ventilate the room thoroughly. In order to increase ventilation efficiency, it
is recommended that you open multiple windows, or use a ventilation fan or air circulator.

e For persons who have high sensitivity to chemicals
There are individual differences in resistance to chemicals other than formaldehyde that are related to sick
house syndrome. Therefore, even when the actual value in the room is lower than the indoor concentration
guideline value (indoor concentration of formaldehyde that is tolerable for health), some people react to
formaldehyde. At present, MUJI furniture products are made with materials that emit as little formaldehyde as
possible, but this does not guarantee that no formaldehyde is emitted at all. If any allergy symptom appears,
it is recommended that you see a physician.

e Formaldehyde absorption/decomposition sheets
When used in confined spaces, formaldehyde may be reabsorbed by the material if there is nowhere for it to
dissipate. Formaldehyde absorption/decomposition sheets are used to reduce the concentration of formaldehyde
as much as possible before the product reaches the customer. Effectiveness of the "formaldehyde absorption/
decomposition sheet" in the packaging has been expended by the time the package reaches the customer. Dispose
of the sheet as burnable waste after unpacking.

Maintenance and Inspection

e Periodically check for any looseness or wobbling of the legs, arms and backrest, and retighten them if any
looseness is found. Doing so will prevent injury, damage or scratches to the floor.

e If a feather shaft is sticking out from the seam of the cushion, remove it.

e Take insecticidal measures immediately if any type of pest is found. If left untreated, pest damage may
worsen.

Relocating the Product

A ®© Do not attempt to move the product alone. Doing so may cause injury, damage to the
CAUTION product, or scratches on the floor.

e WWhen moving the product, remove all removable parts such as cushions beforehand and hold the underside
of the seat with both hands. The product must be moved by at least two adults. Do not drag the product on
the floor.

e When relocating the product for moving, etc., disassemble it beforehand. Wing nuts may become loose,
causing the product to become damaged, resulting in injury.
