e Close and lock the drawers before moving the product. Otherwise the drawers may fall out
and cause injury.

Notes (Other Cautions)

e Install on a flat and stable surface. Using on an unstable surface may cause distortion of or
damage to the product.

e \When cleaning the product, do not wipe it with a cloth soaked in thinner or other organic
solvents. Doing so may cause deformation or discolouration.

e To dispose of the packaging material, follow the rules implemented by your local
government.

e Castors are designed for indoor use at room temperature. Do not use in irregular
environments where the castors may be affected by high or low temperatures, high
humidity, acid, alkali, salt, solvents, oil, seawater or other chemicals.

Caution

e The product must be assembled by two or more people.

/\ Precautions When Locking With the Key

e Turn the key 180° anticlockwise to lock and 180° clockwise to unlock.

e Do not forcefully pull open the drawers when they are locked. Doing so may damage the lock.

e Always remove the key after use. Leaving the key in the lock may cause injury or damage to clothes, etc.
e The lock is not anti-theft. Do not use the product for storing valuables.

e Keep the spare key in a different place in case the main key gets lost after locking.
