e Do not use for other than its intended purpose. Doing so may cause unexpected accident or
injury.

e The side arms can rotate 360 degrees. Slowly hang bags or other items on them. Otherwise
they may spin and cause the bags or other items to fall, resulting in tipping over of the

o product or injury.
e Slowly rotate the side arms when changing their directions. Not doing so may cause them to
DOs hit other objects around the product or the product to tip over, resulting in injury.

e Be careful not to get your fingers or hands caught when assembling or installing the product.
Failure to do so may cause injury.

e Wear gloves when assembling or disassembling the product. Not doing so may cause injury
from burrs, etc.

e When moving the product for a home move, etc., disassemble it beforehand. Not doing so
may cause the parts to come off, resulting in injury or damage to the product.

e Do not leave the product wet. Rust may occur if left undried.

e Do not use bleach or organic solvents such as thinner for cleaning. Doing so may cause
discolouration or deformation.

e The product must be assembled by two or more people. Assembling alone may cause parts to
tip over or get damaged, resulting in injury.
A e Do not use power tools to assemble. Placing excessive strain on the product may cause

e Retighten all the bolts approximately one week after assembly. They may be loose at the start
of use, and continued use under this condition may result in damage or injury.

* Screwdriver is not included. Prepare your own crosshead screwdriver of suitable size.
(It may be difficult to assemble the product if the screwdriver head is too large or too small.)

(D Place a protective underlay on the floor where the rack will be assembled.

E Lay the two units assembled in step (D on the floor, and align the holes on the bottom of ® lower
poles with the guide holes on the bottom shelf. Then loosely tighten & bolts with (© spacers, @
washers and (® spring washers using a hexagonal wrench. (Two locations in total)
(The bolts will be fully tightened in step E.)

Note Do not fully tighten the bolts one by one. Otherwise the positions of the holes will not be

Relocating the Product

<Relocating the Fully Assembled Product>

e Do not drag the product without using the castors (unlocked). Doing so may cause damage to the product or
scratches on the floor.

e When moving the product, remove all items from the bottom shelf and the side arms beforehand. Then slowly
move it by firmly holding the product.

<Relocating the Product for a Home Move, etc.>

e When moving the product for a home move, etc., disassemble the product beforehand. Not doing so may
cause injury, damage to the product or scratches to the floor.

e To dispose of the product, follow the rules implemented by your local government.

Maintenance for Metal Parts

e For daily care, wipe with a soft, dry cloth.

e If the parts are heavily soiled, clean with a cloth soaked in a 3% to 5% neutral detergent solution and wipe
off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. After lightly wiping off the parts with a dry cloth, and let dry
naturally.
