The instructions

Important Information (Safety Advice) must be followed.

This User Guide contains important information for safe use of the product in order to prevent harm to users
and other individuals as well as damage to property.

If
the product is placed in a room with high temperature and humidity, air may stagnate and
cause mould and mite infestations, resulting in a health hazard.

e The product must be assembled by two or more people. Assembling alone may result in
injury due to the product falling or becoming damaged.

e Periodically check for any looseness or wobbling in the legs, and retighten them if any

looseness is found. Doing so will prevent injury, damage and scratches on the floor.
e Be careful not to place excessive load on the legs. Doing so may cause damage to the product.
DOs e Periodically remove the mattress from the product. Temperature difference between the

inside and the outside of the mattress and moisture trapped in it may cause mould growth,
resulting in a health hazard.

e |f the floor is wooden or covered with tatami mats, place an underlay underneath the product.
Doing so prevents the floor from being scratched.

e If the floor is a cushioned floor, place an underlay underneath the product. Doing so prevents
stains caused by reactions between the coating on the legs and floor.

Note (Other Caution)

e Install on a flat and stable surface. Using on an unstable surface may cause distortion of or
damage to the product.

e Protect the product using a curtain, etc. when installing it in a room subject to direct sunlight.
Not doing so may cause warping, distortion, cracks, or discolouration.

e Rotate the mattress 180 degrees regularly, every 3-4 months to prolong the life of the
mattress. (Note that the mattress cannot be turned over.)

e Air the mattress regularly by removing the cover (outer shell) and leaning it against a wall, etc.
An infestation of mould and mites may occur if moisture builds up inside.

e Do not stand, jump on the bed, or apply load only on one area of the bed. Doing so may cause
deformation, damage and/or shortening of the life of spring coils.

e Place a fitted sheet (sold separately) or any other cover when using this product.
e Use a washing machine with a capacity of (approx.) 8 kg or more to wash the cover.

* Follow the instructions in the user manual of the washing machine regarding the capacity and
how to wash, to prevent any damage of the washing machine or accidents.
If it cannot be washed in your washing machine, please consult a dry cleaning service.

e \WWhen washing the cover, completely cover all the hook (hard) sides of the hook-and-loop
fasteners to prevent scratching. Also use a laundry net.

e Do not use bleach or organic solvents such as thinner for cleaning. Doing so may cause
discolouration or deformation.

e To dispose of the packaging materials, follow the rules implemented by your local government.

e The product must be used with designated wooden/steel legs (sold separately) and cannot
be used alone.

Relocating the Product

<Relocating the Fully Assembled Product>

e When relocating the product, do not drag it on the floor. It must be simultaneously lifted by two or more people
holding the bottom side of the steel frame with both hands. Failure to do so may cause injury, damage to the
product or scratches to the floor.

Then gently wipe with a soft, dry cloth and let the product
dry naturally.
