If it is difficult to fit the shelf board, gently tap the top side of the shelf board to fit it in place.

e Tighten the hook bolts on all corners (at the front and back) alternately and gradually. Fully tightening the hook bolts only on one side first may cause
the shelf board to be attached aslant, making it difficult to tighten the remaining bolts. (Refer to the User Guide of the shelf set for the details.)"
