Do not place on the power cord of an electrical appliance. Doing so may damage the cord,
leading to an electric shock or a fire.

e Make sure that the bedding does not come in contact with lighting fixtures when they are
turned on.

e Do not place anything above the bed. It may fall and cause injury in the event of an
earthquake, etc.

e Do not use unless fully assembled. Doing so may cause the fixed parts to come off and lead

to injury.
e Do not attempt to repair or modify. Doing so reduces the strength of the product and may lead
to injury.
e Do not use if damaged or deformed. Doing so may cause insufficient strength and may lead
to injury.
e Do not allow more than the specified number of people to use at the same time. Doing so
® may cause damage, resulting in injury. (See the Specifications for details.)
DON'TS e Do not use for other than its intended purpose. Doing so may cause damage, resulting in

injury.

e Do not place furniture or anything that may tip over near the bed. It may tip over and cause
injury in the event of an earthquake, etc.

e Do not use outdoors. Doing so may cause deformation or severe degradation, resulting in
injury.

e Do not attach any legs other than MUJI's wooden legs (sold separately). Doing so may cause
tip-over, damage and/or injury.

e Do not drag to move the product. Doing so may cause product damage, floor scratches
and/or injury.

e Avoid exposure to direct sunlight and heat or air from heating and cooling appliances such
as an air conditioner and a heater. Doing so may cause warping, distortion, cracking, or
discolouration.

e When opening the packages, make sure to secure enough space (twice or more of the size
of © coil unit) and make sure that no one or nothing that may cause harm is around.
Otherwise, the mattress may cause injury or damage as it expands.

e [nstall slightly away from the wall. Doing so prevents air stagnation and condensation on the
wall, and eventually mould growth. Avoiding direct contact with the wall also prevents
discolouration of the wall paper.

0 e The product must be assembled by at least two adults. Assembling alone may cause

tip-over, damage, floor scratches, and/or injury.

DOs e Regularly check for any looseness in all parts, and retighten them if looseness is found.

Doing so prevents injury and product damage.

e Regularly remove © coil unit from the bed. Temperature difference between the inside and
outside of © coil unit and moisture trapped inside may cause mould growth, leading to health
hazards.

e Place an underlay under the product to protect the floor when using it on a soft flooring
material. Doing so will prevent dents and scratches on the floor.

e Secure enough space and place an underlay when assembling the product. This prevents
the floor and other furniture from scratches.

Note (Other Caution)

e Once the package is opened, © coil unit will rapidly expand and restore its original size in
two to three days.
* The mattress may remain slightly curled from being rolled up.

e Depending on the environment of unpacking, it may take a while for © coil unit to restore its
original size. Especially under low temperatures, urethan foam hardens making it difficult for
the foam to absorb the air to expand, resulting in slow restoration.

e Use the product on a flat and stable surface. Otherwise it may cause product distortion or
damage.

e Do not store © coil unit upright. Make sure to keep it horizontally to store/use.

e Follow the instructions in "Maintenance for Coil Unit and Cover (Outer Shell)" to take care of
© coil unit. To prolong the life of © coil unit, rotate it once in every 3 to 4 months. (Note that
© coil unit cannot be turned over.) Furthermore, expose the mattress to direct sunlight once
every 6 to 12 months. Doing so prevents mould and mites.

e Air the mattress regularly by removing © cover (outer shell), etc. An infestation of mould and
mites may occur if moisture builds up inside.

e Do not stand, jump on the bed, or apply load only on one area of the bed. Doing so may
cause deformation, damage and/or shortening of the life of the coil springs.

e Use with a cover such as a fitted sheet (sold separately).

e Use a washing machine with a capacity of 8 kg or more to wash the cover (outer shell).

* To prevent accidents and damage to the washing machine, follow the washing machine's
instructions regarding capacity and washing methods. Consult a dry cleaner if it cannot be
washed in your washing machine.

e When washing the cover (outer shell), completely cover all the hook (hard) sides of the
hook-and-loop fasteners to prevent scratches. Also be sure to use a laundry net.

e Do not use bleach or organic solvents, such as thinner, for cleaning. Doing so may cause
discolouration or deformation.

e To dispose of the packaging materials, follow the rules implemented by your local
government.

e Wear gloves during assembly of the product. Doing so prevents unexpected injury.

<Moving the Fully Assembled Product>
e When moving the assembled product, do not drag it on the floor. It must be lifted and carried by at least two

adults holding the underside of the product with both hands. This prevents the floor and other furniture from
scratches.

e When moving the product, disassemble it beforehand. Not doing so may cause parts to come off and lead to
injury or damage to the product.

e Use a washing machine with a capacity of 8 kg or more to wash the cover.

CAUTION © Be sure to use a laundry net when washing.
© When washing the cover, completely cover all the hook (hard) sides of the hook-and-loop
fasteners to prevent scratches. (See F in Removing the Cover (Outer Shell) below.)

e Dissolve detergent (not containing fluorescent brightening agent) in lukewarm water (30°C or less) and soak
the cover in it. Squeeze out as much of the air inside as possible and wash in a gentle cycle.

e Rinse completely.

e After spin drying, restore the shape and hang it to dry both sides in a well-ventilated, shady place. Do not
tumble dry. It may cause shrinkage.
Caution: Avoid spin-drying for over three minutes as this can cause the wadding to come out.

e Regularly hang it out in a well-ventilated, shady place.

Maintenance for Coil Unit and Cover (Outer Shell)

e Rotate the coil unit 180 degrees regularly, once in every 3 to 4 months to prolong its life.

e Note that the coil unit cannot be turned over.

e Do not stand, jump on the bed, or apply load only on one area of the bed. Doing so may cause deformation,
damage and/or shortening of the life of the coil unit.

e Place a fitted sheet (sold separately) or any other covering on the cover (outer shell) when using the product.

e For instructions on how to wash the cover (outer shell), see Directions for Use or the care label on the cover.

e For instructions on how to attach and remove the cover (outer shell), see Directions for Use.

Maintenance and Inspection

e Do not use if damaged or deformed.

e Regularly check for any looseness or wobbling in the bed and its legs, and retighten them if any looseness is
found. Doing so prevents injury, product damage and floor scratches.

e Take insecticidal measures immediately if any type of pest is found. If left untreated, pest damage may
worsen.

Maintenance for Metal Parts

e For regular cleaning, wipe with a soft, dry cloth.

e If the product is heavily soiled, clean it with a cloth soaked in 3-5% neutral detergent solution and wipe off any
detergent residue with a damp cloth. Then gently wipe with a dry cloth and let the product dry naturally.
