Assembling an Additional Single Product
(Additional Shelf Board, Crossbar)

First, lay a sheet / rug on the floor where the product will be assembled to protect the floor.
(Assemble the product as close to the installation location as possible to reduce the need to
move after the assembly.)

Loosen the hook bolts at the four corners of the additional shelf board using the hexagonal
wrench so that the hooks can move freely.

* Loosen all of the hook bolts on the shelf board as shown in the figure, and the hooks should
stay loosely and diagonally.

E Place the additional shelf board diagonally so that the front faces upwards, hook the two hooks on the
rear side onto the frame poles of the frame(Point @), push the front side hooks forward with your fingers
(Point@), and then push on the hooks onto the frame poles CPoint@).
Loosely tighten the hook bolts with the hexagonal wrench. (Loosen the tightened hook bolts half a turn)

Fitting the Shelf Boards

If the shelf boards are difficult to fit,
gently hit the top of the shelf board so
that it fits into the frame. If it still does not
fit, loosen all of the hooks slightly to
make it fit easily.

Continued use with looseness may cause injury or damage to the shelves or the unit, or scratches
to the floor. It may also cause wobbling or abnormal noises to occur.

Maintenance for Metal Sections
e For normal care, wipe with a soft, dry cloth.

e If the product is particularly dirty, wipe off the dirt with a cloth soaked in a 3% to 5% neutral detergent
solution. Then wipe off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Next, gently wipe with a soft, dry cloth and
let the product dry naturally.
