Adjusting the Reclining Position
e The recliner can be adjusted in 14 positions ((D to 9 in the image).

Locking the Recliner

e Push the backrest forward to your desired angle.
The recliner can be locked in the position where a click is heard.

Unlocking the Recliner
e Push the backrest forward beyond 90 degrees. The chair will be flat.

e Do not lay small children on the product. Doing so may cause
them to suffocate.

Urethane Foam

This will gradually disappear over time. Leave the product in a
well-ventilated, shady place out of direct sunlight before use to get rid of the
smell.

e Some of the urethane foam may have become discoloured during the
production process. This does not affect the functionality of the product.

e The cushioning part may turn yellow over time due to the characteristics of
urethane foam, but this will not affect the functionality of the product.

Removing / Attaching ® Cover

Outer Shell

e Do not open the fastener on the outer shell, as this is only for inserting the
urethane foam.

e Do not remove the outer shell.
e Do not wash the outer shell.

DOs

Using the product in the same location for a long time may result
in dents or other damage on the floor surface. Always place the
product on a rug or any other underlay.

Removing

Open the fastener on the seat (underside), then hold the both sides and slowly
remove the cover.

Note

(Other Caution)

o Close the fastener when washing the cover so it does not
come in contact with clothing such as sweater. Not doing

CAUTION so may damage the clothing.

Avoid use in locations exposed to direct sunlight. If exposure to
direct sunlight is unavoidable, use curtains, etc. to reduce the
amount of sunlight. Failure to do so may cause discolouration,
etc.

Use the product on a flat and stable surface. Otherwise it may
cause product distortion or damage.

Hold the both sides, and slowly pull B cover downwards.
Adjust the cover so it is in place, then close the fastener.
