Important Information (Safety Advice) st be followed.

This User Guide contains important information for the safe use of this product in order to prevent harm to the
user and others or damage to the property.

Please note the following contents (indications and graphic symbols) before reading the main contents of this
User Guide, and follow the instructions given.

e Explanations of Indications

The shelf may get detached resulting in
injury or damage to property.

e Do not use the product unless fully assembled. Fixing parts may become detached,
resulting in injury.

e Do not drag the product when moving it. Doing so may cause damage to the product or
scratches to the floor.

® e Use this product only for its intended purpose. Failure to do so may result in an unexpected
accident or injury.

DON'Ts | e Do not place a heavy item that exceeds the withstand load on the product, or place an item
within the withstand load on only one side of the product.

stop using the product immediately if any problems are found.

e Stop using this product immediately if the unit is damaged. Continued use when damaged
may result in injury.

solution. Then wipe off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Next, gently wipe with a soft, dry cloth and
let the product dry naturally.
