Adjusting the
position

The reclining is adjustable in 18
positions for the backrest and 14 ) [
positions for the armrests. Unlocking
The angle can be adjusted to suit

your preference.

Adjusting the Reclining Position

The backrest and the armrest can be locked in the
position where a click is heard.

Unlocking the Recliner Push the backrest forward beyond 90 degrees. The
chair will be unlocked and be flat.

| Attaching the Cover

n Attach the cover to the backrest.

Once one-third of the cover is
positioned on one armrest, gradually
lower it, alternating between the
front and back parts, until it is fully
attached.

After placing the cover on the
armrest, check if the armrest is
perpendicular to the floor and pull
the cover down to the floor, adjusting
it until the cover reaches the corners
of the armrest.

n After covering the armrest on the
opposite side in the same ways as
H and E]. turn the sofa forwards.

E Close the fastener on the underside
of the seat.

Handling the Cover (Washing)

For the 2 seater, use a washing machine with a capacity of 8 kg or more (as a
guideline).

o To prevent accidents and damage to the washing machine, follow
the washing machine's instructions regarding capacity and washing
methods. Consult a dry cleaner if it cannot be washed in your
washing machine.

o When washing, close the fastener on the underside of the seat so
the hook-tape fasteners are not exposed on the surface. The
hook-tape fasteners may cause scratches.
