Directions for Use

M Adjusting the Height of the Seat

You can adjust the height of the seat by operating the raise lever on the side of the seat.

e Raising the seat
Lift the raise lever upwards and gradually lift your body weight from the chair to allow the seat to rise. Release the
raise lever when the seat is at the desired height.

e Lowering the seat
Lift the raise lever upwards while sitting straight on the chair to lower the seat using your body weight. Release
the raise lever when the seat is at the desired height.

M Adjusting the Rocking Strength

You can adjust the rocking strength by rotating the handle under the back of the seat.
e Rotate to the left (tighten) to increase (harden) the rocking strength.

e Rotate to the right (loosen) to decrease (weaken) the rocking strength.

Care Instructions

Maintenance and Inspection

e Periodically check the fittings such as castors and screws for looseness or wobbling, and securely re-tighten
them if any looseness is found. Failure to do so may result in damage to the product or injury.

e Periodically check each of the parts for defects, and stop using this product immediately if any wobbling or
abnormal sounds occur. Failure to do so may result in damage to the product or injury.

Maintenance for Covering

e For normal care, brush or use a vacuum cleaner to remove dust, etc. from the texture.

e If the product is stained with a liquid such as coffee or an alcoholic beverage, clean by soaking a soft cloth in 3%
to 5% warm neutral detergent solution, gently wring out the cloth and then pat the affected area. Use a different
cloth to wipe away all of the detergent, and then allow to dry naturally.

Maintenance for Plastic/Metallic Parts

e For normal care, wipe them with a soft, dry cloth.

e If the product is particularly dirty, wipe off the dirt with a cloth soaked in a 3% to 5% neutral detergent solution.
Then wipe off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Next, gently wipe with a dry cloth and let the product dry
naturally.
