Cushioning material

e Remove the non-woven fabric cover when washing cushioning
material. The non-woven fabric cover is not washable. Put (B cushioning
material back in the non-woven fabric cover after washing and drying.

e When airing ® cushioning material, place it in a well-ventilated, shady
place.

e Do not use a washing machine and dryer when washing ® cushioning
material with the non-woven fabric cover removed. Doing so may cause
damage.

e |f soiled, rinse with lukewarm water (40°C or lower) using a shower, etc.
When particularly soiled, use diluted neutral detergent. After removing
excess moisture, let it dry in a well-ventilated, shady place.

e Do not dry in a place exposed to direct sunlight or at temperatures
higher than 40°C.
