Maintenance and Inspection

e Periodically check the fittings such as the casters and screws, etc. for any looseness or wobbles, and
retighten them if any looseness is found. Failure to do so may result in damage to the product or injury.

e Periodically check each of the parts for defects, and stop using the product immediately if any wobbles or
abnormal sounds occur. Failure to do so may result in damage to the product or injury.

e Take insecticidal measures immediately if any type of pest is found. If left untreated, insect damage may
worsen.

Maintenance for Covering

e For normal care, brush or use a vacuum cleaner to remove dust, etc. from the folds.

e If the product is stained with a liquid such as coffee or an alcoholic beverage, clean with a soft cloth soaked
in a 3% to 5% warm neutral detergent solution, gently wring out the cloth and then pat the affected area.
Use a different cloth to wipe away any detergent residue, and then let the product dry naturally.

e For normal care, wipe with a soft, dry cloth.

e If the product is particularly dirty, wipe off the dirt with a cloth soaked in a 3% to 5% neutral detergent
solution. Then wipe off any detergent residue with a damp cloth. Next, gently wipe with a dry cloth and let
the product dry naturally.

Usage

Formaldehyde Countermeasures

e What is formaldehyde?
Formaldehyde is said to be one of the causes of sick house syndrome. It is a colourless, pungent-smelling
chemical substance that vaporises at room temperature, and is found in items such as furniture, building
materials and wallpaper adhesives. It is released gradually, and people in a room where formaldehyde has
accumulated for a long time may experience symptoms such as eye irritation or a sore throat. A high
concentration of formaldehyde may cause breathing difficulties.

e Ventilate the room.

A @ Ventilate the room sufficiently when installing the furniture.
CAUTION Small children and those who are sensitive to chemicals may have an allergic reaction.

Formaldehyde is easily dispersed in the air. Therefore, be sure to ventilate the room regularly. When several
pieces of furniture are installed at the same time, open the windows widely for sufficient ventilation. More
formaldehyde is released as room temperature increases. Therefore, be careful if the room is closed for a
long time during summer, and ventilate the room thoroughly. In order to increase ventilation efficiency,
opening multiple windows or using a ventilation fan is recommended.

e For persons who are highly sensitive to chemicals
There are individual differences in resistance to chemicals other than formaldehyde that are related to sick
house syndrome. Therefore, even if the actual value in the room is lower than the indoor concentration
guideline value (indoor concentration of formaldehyde that is considered to be acceptable for health), some
people react to formaldehyde. At present, MUJI furniture products are made with materials that emit as little
formaldehyde as possible, but this does not guarantee that no formaldehyde is emitted at all. We
recommend consulting a physician if you experience any allergic symptoms.

e MUJI furniture products contain formaldehyde absorption / decomposition sheets as part of the packing
materials.
When used in confined spaces, formaldehyde may be reabsorbed by the material if there is nowhere for it
to dissipate. Formaldehyde absorption / decomposition sheets are used to reduce the concentration of
formaldehyde as much as possible before the product reaches the customer. Effectiveness of the
formaldehyde absorption / decomposition sheet in the packaging has been expended by the time the
package reaches the customer, and can be disposed of as burnable rubbish.
