DON'Ts

e Do not use in an unstable state, such as tilting while sitting on the product.
Otherwise this may cause tip-over, damage, floor scratches and/or injury.

o If the seat repeatedly comes in contact with clothing made of stiff fabric such
as denim, the paper cord can easily become frayed due to the friction.

e Keep any object with a sharp end, such as a key or a utility knife, away from
the seat. Failure to do so may cause damage to the paper cord of the seat.

e Do not sit when the product is wet. Doing so may cause your clothing to
become dirty, or its colour to transfer to the seat.

e Immediately wipe off with a cloth soaked with a diluted neutral detergent
when an acidic or alkaline cleaner is spilled on the coated surface. Leaving
it on the surface can cause discolouration of the coating.
