0  To ensure stability of the shelf unit, be sure to assemble the bottom shelf first.
* When placing taller items on shelves, install the middle shelf on the second or third level of the flame. Place the items on the
bottom shelf.
e Install individual shelves according to the instructions below.
Installing individual shelves on other locations may affect stability.
- Top level individual shelf: Top level of frame (see figure below)
- Middle level individual shelf (for 3 shelves version): On either the second, third, or fourth level of the frame (see figure below)

This product has been treated by hot dip galvanizing to protect the steel from corrosion.
Read and understand the following before using this product.

» Hot dip galvanizing protects steel from corrosion.
This treatment does not prevent corrosion completely. Steel in this product may corrode due to usage environment or years
of use.
» Steel in this product has been treated externally by hot dip galvanizing.
Rubbing or hitting the steel on other objects may remove the zinc layer, resulting in rust or degradation.
* When first using this product, you may notice a white powder on the surface of the steel.
This is harmless oxidation of the zinc due to rain or humidity. This will not affect the corrosion resistance of the product.
